He was born 180 Woodville, Ontario,
and died 1942. John was a miller. Came to Essex Coumty when he was 23 vears old in 1873, Be
said he didn't mean to come here at all—he was on his way to Milwavkee, but stopred off to
visit some peonle who had moved from Fenelon Tosmship to Gesto. He got off the frain in S
Vindsor and set off for Gesto on foot, with a compsss, through the bush.  Somevhare in the
wicinity of Spake Lane be ran inte Jim Dim, and cince he was 3 long wav from Geetfs apd roght
was coming op, Jim invited him to stay the wight. Jim %ewm was vezlly Tim Beid 3 a sten
brother of Mary Beil, whom Jow would later marry. The next day John Went on an? writed hie
friends at Geste, but or the wav back he stopped again at the Heils, found it there was 2 3ot
for a willer at the "Pov ¥i11" on Snake Lane, csmed by Alexander O'Neil and Johprw Shuel.

Iater he came to Windsor and worked in the f"ouz; mill of Thomas Vollans which was logated at
Avlwer and Tuscarora Streets. The Webster's lived in repted houses for a time; in mne of
these, on the west side of Howard Ave., the last house before Elliot St.. Glen Webster was
born.  Later John boaght a house on the corner of Howard and Niagara Streets, They had a big
vard and kept cows and chickens. There was a pasture knosn as "The Comvons™ not far awav, ‘and
there was a comman who took the cows to this pasture everv dav and brought them hack at night.

Iots and my father told me about riding bare back to round up cattle on what was later his

own farm. Deer used to run through the vard when he was small. They butchered and sold

meat wholesale and they did not like to gn on the meat wagon—hrother Fred mostly did that
Jjob. They had over 20 huge barns and there came a.day when these barns were full of grain

- and cattle that lightning struck and burnied pearly all of them, cattle and all. I don’t
think they ever really recovered from this staggering, uninsured loss. But they were far
from poor.

My grandmother, Barbara (Vollans) O'Neil was always considered to be frail, but she bore
and raised 10 bealthy children. She always had Iots of help—IT mean good bired girls.

They smoked their own and ham in a smoke house, which T can remember; it looked 1ike

 a teepee made out of a lot.of small poles. They made enormous quantities of brﬁad of
course, and when my father, Iionel was young, thev regularly fook wheat over to the

Vollans Mill on the Mill Road, where I suppose my Grandfather Webster ground it into flour

for them. This flour didn't keep very long in warm weather, so they didn‘t get too much
at a time. In the summer time they cooked in the "summer kitchen", which was a separate
building, across a covered, brick-paved area way. It was still used when T was 2 Tittle
girl—wood fire and boy, Was it a hot place. Next to it was a stone milk house, with a
stone floor, where tbepansofm_lkwereset for the cream to rise and to be skimmed and
churned into butter. I don't remember this part, hecause thev had a cream separater v

They could keep it really cool when they had ice, which thev cut in big blocks from Lake

FErie and stored in an ice house in saw dust for the sumer. George Holden was still doing

this when I was a Little girl, but they no longer did it at Grandpa 0'Ne.1 S.
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In the hot weather they churned every day and fed the buttermilk to the pigs. It was
wonderful buttermilk. I think I was the only O'Neil who ever liked buttermilk. Thev
stored the butter in crocks and it was readily saleable if they had a surplus. Over the
winter they kept a lot of vegetables in pits and I'1l tell you how that was done when we
get toa'andpa Webster, because he knows exactly bow he did it;- but-T am- not so sure how
Grandpd 0'Neil did it, although I can remember watcbmg him get turnips out of such a pit.
Inder the kitchen, reached by a sort of trap door, they had a small cellar for rpadv—u.ce
stuff, such as apples, potatoes, camned fruit. Small girls like me were lowered into this
place by the arms and told to hand up this or that. Tt was just dug -into the earth, »nd
since the house was heated by stoves 1( was good and cold down .there. They had a sink in
the kKitchen which they called a “zinc”, with a pump; this was rain water, for washing
people and dishes. Drinking water came from another pump outside the back door. Sapitary
facilities consisted of what was called a "ack-house”, and you know about those from your
own childhood and what you called "smelly toilets"” at summer places. :

_ Grandpa O'Neil never went to church, although he supported the Anglican Church of-St.
Stephens and the children all went to church. Grandma O'Neil went to church too, but sbe
never did when I knew her. They had a reed organ and the girls all “took" music lessons
fram scmebafy and Azmt Millie even played the church ozgan R

This was a very socza_blﬂ neighbourhood and they bad a pretty good time. They had a
baseball team called the "Shamrocks", all 0'WNeil bovs except the catcher,-on which my
father Lionel played short stop. They had a Iot of dances, in people’s houses mostly; it
was at ohe of these dances that Gler Webster and Irene O'Neil fell in love, T seem to
remember.” In the summer they had "lawn socials™ and for these they made ice cream in
hand-turned freezers—there is no ice cream in the world so good, either. Most of the
O'Feil boys liked to lumt and they all had guns. Idopel did not like hupting or guns and
he was a poor shot, although he had the most amazing eve sight, so I thipk it was lack of
practice. HRe did like to read and so did his brother George. "Fionel read all of Scoft
and Dickens. There were lots of hooks around, far Grandma O'Neil also liked to read, bt
she liked sickly love stories. ~This still surprises me, hecause they did and do seem oo
foreign to ber character. ~

It is difficult to tell you how my father Licpel lived unless I tell you what kind of 2
person he was, and T keep getting pszmolcgvﬂal rather than anthropological .

He was the brightest of the family and a vqumdfm He
was the first in the district to try out newmetbcﬂs ‘new plant varieties, new machinery;

He was a very good man apd everybody trusted him, so that he got stuck with a Jot of
responsible jobs. He was church warden when the new church seis built,” school tirustee when
the new school was built; he audited the township books; he was the poll clerk who counted
the votes in all elections. - Fven the Catholics trusted him and he was repeatedly asked to
be pall bearer at Catholic fimerals, which was.a great honour 1if you know about Irish
Catholic fimerals. Re did not smoke, he did not drink, he looked after his family. He
sounde Iike an awful stuffed shirt, but yov remember tlzaf he was not—he had a wonderful
sense of hmour and people Iiked him because he was so nice. He loved baseball and hockey
and he 1iked fo play cards. Fe also liked track and field and used to go to the track
neets when we were in High .School. Be was a hard-shell Conservative and took a lively
Interest in political matters, but pot an active part. His father Rlexander-laid i dowm
as a rule that they were all to keep out of politics. However, my father could and did
organize more than one election when he wanted a particular man "in" and could "haul”
enough votes to do it—particularly in mmicipal elections. In lus manners, tastes and
ethics, he was far more British than Irish; he admired the British and he approved of
close ties with England. He was a tremendously hard and very skilled worker. He had
unbelievable resistance to cold. He liked simple food and ate very Zlgbtly Be could go
to sleep anywhere, sitting straight up if necessary. He was very formal in dress—we had
an awful time to get him into a sport shirt for a picm'c.

The first remrkable womin I kndw was oy father's pother Barbara Wollans) 0'Neil. Bérbara was

born March 6, 1847 to pioneers who farmed on the road now called Howard, near (the present) St.

.ggﬁpbens Church. She was one of five girls and as man .o Her father was_George Vollans;
her mother was Miriam a governess in Fhgland -before-

: 1 % . The mo: ha
-- marriage and emigrating to - bara attended the local one room school of 8 grades.

She married Alexander O'Neil and they rode in a sleigh to All Saints Church in WNindsor, where
they were married by the Rector on 27 February 1868. They moved to a farm on South Talbot
Road. Alexander ‘s Iather had given him the farm, which had many acres of bush to be cleared.

- Barbara bad two miscarriages. She only had hired  for a short time when she was pregnant.

They had
cows and chickens etc., so she had lots of milk, cream and egys. Barbara was accustomed to
damestic duties taught begagy her English mother. She had to make water softeper out of lye
(made fram ashes) as she surface water wells on the farm and the water was hard. There was
no pup and water had to be ¢ fram the well with a bucket and carried to the kitchen.
Flour and sugar were bought in e quantities. Meat had to be cooked or smoked for future
use. Clothing was made by hand until Barbara inherited $50.00 at death of an Uncle; when_ she
bought a sewing machine.  She managed to buy each child one pair of shoes a vear. The children
were given good food always, but anly oranges and candy at tmas.

Barbara Imitted socks and stockings, made clothes for the family. They had no telephone or
electricity until their family were grown.

Barbara sewed carpet rags in spare time and rolled them into large halls. When she had the
number of balls, they were put into burlap sacks and Alex would tzke them to a French
1 who did weaving. when strips of carpet were brought home, the living room was emptied
of ture. The old carpet was lifted by carpet tack lifter. The walls were cleaned and the
floor was cleaned, then fresh wheat straw was strewn thickly on the floor, and the new carpet
was stretched and tacked to floor. I remember the colors alwavs blended nicely in the carpet.

Barbara O'Neil worked hard for the first twenly-five years of her married life. By then she
had girls old enough to belp her in the house; and hér health was not good. She fgugbt her
Is to keep house and cook and what was right and #rong. The three girls were given organ

essons and they attended the one room schavl a mile away to learn to read, write and do simple
arithmetic.

Barbara and Alexander O'Neil were honored on their mm%h}rraget together of their
ten children (no children were present). The children gave parents ten, ten—dollar

gold pieces and oldest son George O'Neil, made the presentation speech.

In her old age Barbara read books that her children would provide and she made pretty sofa
cushions, etc. She could also make the best apple pie I ever tasted. She was good to mv
mother—as she was to everyome.

Grandfather O'Neil was written up in the Compemorative Bza%apblcal Record, County of Essex,
and the following account is taken from there, with same tional information from my memorv.

Alexander O'Neil was born 9 November 1844. Son of Alexander O'Neil and Ann Shuel. Alex
remained on the homestead farm for a time. His farm was but a tract of wild land, Including

the original tract, and later he an additional 250 acres, about 360 in all. He was
Iinvolved in . .and selling of cattle, and butchering for the Windsor apd Sandwich Markets,
as well as in vating his land. His careful animal h and his intelligent

Although immersed in business,
grandfa found time for recreation, taking a month every autumn to indulge in his love of
sport in the Rocky Mountains.




Alexander taught his seven sons to be farmers, and gave each cne 2 farm when thev married
at about the age of 30 vears. His whole life was s:pent trving to save monev to put into more
Jand. Re gave the bhome farm to tbe_r voungest son Elmar ('Neil when he married Mahel
Pettypiece. Alexander and Barbara rented a2 small house on the ooposite side of the road, and
moved from their home of 50 vears.

I was sixteen when randfather Alex O'Neil died, 11 July 1919. Grandmother Iived with her
youngest daughter a er hushand until she died from hmr failure at the ace of 75, op 8 Jime
1927, She always spoke quzeﬂv and lz_ked to zeaa‘ as she got older and had time. T lowved mv
grandmother Barhara Vollans O"Weil. "

Born on the South Talbct rosd, where Uncle Elmar now lives. The
house has besn changed very little. Lionel was very bright at
senool, although he didn't like 1t, due to having & very mean

The really good timber had been cut by lumb=zring
interests, but there were still white oaks, which they cut and used
for the frames of parns, They ran & lot of cattle in the wood lots
and my father told me about riding bare back to round up csattle on
what was later his own farm, Deer used to run through the yard
when he was small. They butc:ered and socld meat wholesale and they
also ran a meat wagon through the locality twice a week. My father
did not like to go on the meat wagon--brother Fred mostly did that
job., They had over 20 huge barns and there ceme & day when these
barns were full of grain and cattle that lightning struck and burned
nearly all of them, cattle and all, .I don't think they ever really
recovered from.this staggering, uninsured loss, But they were far
